According to PREVENT BLINDNESS 
AMERICA, nearly 13,000 fireworks 
victims keep hospitals busy every year.  
More than half of those injured are 
children.  Fireworks not only injure 
users, but also 40 percent of fireworks 
mishaps injure bystanders. 
 

One of the reasons fireworks injuries 
continue to occur is because people 
just don’t consider how dangerous 
these devices can be.  People often 
don’t realize - until they are injured - 
that the risk of blindness or injury out-
weighs the excitement of taking risks 
with fireworks. And giving fireworks 
to young children can mean a trip to 
the hospital emergency room. 
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Room 3 students are excited about the 
summer!  With the nice weather upon 
us, we will be spending more time 
outside and going on field trips.  This 
summer’s themes include Water, Red, 
White and Blue, Animals, Magic, The 
Wizard of Oz, and Sports.  While ex-
ploring these themes students will 
develop cognitive, language, literacy, 
social/emotional, fine motor and gross 
motor skills.
